Format For Leagues That Start As One And Split Into 2 After One Round Of Games
FIRST ROUND

1. Form one division of for grading purposes
2. Each team will play each other once to grade them for separation into two divisions.

3. Home and Away for first round will be at random
4. Following this round of games the league will split into 2 as follows: - top half of division will play in Division 1 and the bottom half will play in Division 2.  If there is an odd number of teams then the team in the middle will play in the higher division.
5. In the event of a tie for middle places a play off at neutral venue will decide positions not goal difference or the result when they met (as one team had the advantage of a home venue). 
6. Following this grading, teams will be allocated their division and the second round of matches will take place.
SECOND ROUND
7. Since the teams in each division have already played the other teams in this division once these results and only these results from the first round are saved and included into the league table.
8. Fixtures are then published for each team to play each other again home or away depending on where the first game took place between the clubs.
